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Functional Description 

 

Design 

Our machines have a high safety and quality standard. The modular components are specifically designed to 

fit your bottle size.  Excluding parts that are in contact with the filling medium, the machine is constructed 

from Stainless Steel (14301) and hard-wearing, durable plastics.  Parts which are in contact with the filling 

medium are manufactured from Stainless Steel (14404). 

 

Construction 

The modular construction and standardised design forms the backbone of the filler and can be easily 

adjusted for different capacities and bottle sizes.  Fast acting fill valves provide a high filling capacity and the 

filler is equipped with bottle dividers and a fully automatic bottle break detection system.  In case of a break 

during filling the dividers contain the break and prevent glass spreading to the other bottles.  The filler also 

has a CIP (Cleaning in place) capability, (optional) fully automatic filler flushing, glass safety barriers, and an 

open transparent construction for improved system visibility.  State of the art interlocks are used on all 

access panels and doors ensuring worker safety at all times.  All glass doors and windows are made from an 

easy clean hygienic toughed glass.
